MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 11, 2006, LARD BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

Call to order by Chair Schuetz at 5:32 p.m.

The minutes of the September 6, 2006, Board meeting were approved as presented with a motion by Jenson and a second by Dahl.  Motion carried.

The minutes of the October 2, 2006, Board meeting were approved as presented with a motion by Dahl and a second by Jenson.  Motion carried.

Treasurer Dahl presented the Treasurers report.  Motion to approve the report along with the payables by Kranig, second by Jenson.  Motion carried.  See attached.  No action on the Mohn invoice as we are waiting for an itemized invoice.

There was discussion related to the proposed dredging project.  The Dredging Committee, after reviewing the RFP’s, recommended that the Board retain Ayres & Associates as the Engineering firm for the proposed dredging project. 

Contingent on the LARD membership approving a budget which would allow for adequate funding for the proposed dredging project, and upon incorporating language in attorney Thiel’s memorandum dated October 11, 2006, into the contract, Schuetz made a motion to award Ayres & Associates the contract for Engineering services for the proposed dredging project for Lake Altoona.  Dahl seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

See attached Proposal for Services and Contract for Services.  Kleczewski agreed to attend the annual LARD meeting on October 25, 2006.

Jenson presented an update on the Ski Sprites proposed use of Lake Altoona next season.

Schuetz commented on the Lease Agreement from Eau Claire County for continuous use of the spoils site by LARD for further dredging.  Contingent on attorney Thiel’s review, Schuetz made a motion to approve the contract, second by Jenson.  Motion carried.  See attached.

Motion by Schuetz to hire the Town of Seymour to install the no trespassing signage

around the spoils site to include the purchase of posts and labor.  Second by Jenson.  Motion carried.  

Jean Schomisch, Land Conservation Supervisor, presented an update on the Wastewater discharge waste report.

Schuetz reported that there has been no ruling from the Court regarding the ‘drawdown’ lawsuit.  

Schuetz gave an update on the Certiorari cases.  (She is still working on the pronunciation)  The Court denied the plaintiff’s request to add supplemental information to their cases.  There has been no ruling on their appeal to be removed from the Lake District.

Schuetz presented an update on the status of the LARD Boundary Maps.  They are still being worked on.

The Board reviewed the agenda for the LARD Annual Meeting.
