Call to order at 5:33 p.m. by Pres. Lisa Schuetz.

The Secretaries report – Tabled

Treasurer’s Report – Statement of Income & Expense for year ending December, 2006, submitted by Treasurer Dahl.  See attached.  Also monthly A/P submitted by Dahl.

Motion to approve payables by Kranig, second by Jensen.  Motion carried.  See attached

Dahl reported that Eau Claire Storage has increased the rates for storage of LARPD files.

Motion by Schuetz, second by Jensen to continue using E.C. Moving and Storage for 

LARPD records at the increased rate.  Motion carried.

Tiffiney Kleczewski reported that a topographic survey is needed of the dredge site as required by the WDNR.  After discussion, motion by Dahl, second by Jensen to hire Ayres to perform the survey at a cost of $3500.00.  Motion carried.

Kleczewski asked whether their was interest in dredging in McFauls Bay.  She indicated that the WDNR had additional requirements related to surveying that would be required

at additional cost to LARD if dredging was done in the Bay.  Motion by Jensen, second by Dahl not to dredge in McFauls Bay.  Motion carried.  See attached letter from Kleczewski to Schuetz dated January 3, 2007.

Kleczewski also reported the the WDNR requires additional information for the dredging permit related to updating the dredging plan.  The Mohn map dated July 14, 2005 needs to be updated.  Motion by Kranig, requesting Ayres to update the plan to include the main channel fo 100 feet wide from the sediment trap to the lake and including the area of the lake specified on the map, and to ask for alternate bids for the two channels running north of the identified islands when bidding the project. (reference the Mohn Map of July 14, 2005) Dahl seconded.  Motion carried.

Nothing to report on the Ski Sprites situation according to Jensen. 

The fence project has been completed at the dredge site according to Kranig.

Legal counsel Thiel continues working on the LARPD Boundary maps

Motion to adjourn into closed session, pursuant to 19.85(1)(g), WI Stats., for the purpose of receiving advice from legal counsel, by Schuetz, second by Dahl.  Roll call – Jensen, aye, Dahl, aye, Kranig, aye, Schuetz, aye.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion to return to open session by Kranig, second by Jensen.  Roll call – Dahl, aye, Jensen, aye, Kranig, aye, Schuetz, aye.  Motion carried unanimously.
