MINUTES OF THE 2/28/08 LARPD BOARD MEETING
Members present: Lisa Schuetz, Kathy Dahl, Dennis Jenson, Douglas Kranig. 

Also present: Atty Wm. Thiel, Tiffiney Kleczewski with Ayres Assoc. and Sarah Braun with Beaver Creek Reserve.

Meeting called to order at 5:35 p.m. by President Lisa Schuetz at the Eau Claire County Ag Building in Altoona.

Approval of the minutes of the November 12, 2007 meeting tabled until next meeting. Minutes of the January 7, 2008 Board meeting approved as presented with one corrections (Sarah Braun not Sarah Schmidt) with a motion by Dahl, second by Jenson. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report—Treasurer Dahl presented the Balance Sheet, the Budget to Actual and the Payables. Motion to approve payment of accounts payable and to accept the treasurer’s report by Kranig, second by Jenson. Motion carried. See attached documents.

Dredging project—Kleczewski presented two bids for the dredge project. The Board, with a motion by Dahl, second by Kranig, decided to reject both bids. Motion carried.

Kleczewski recommended making some changes to the bid specifications in an attempt to receive more favorable bids. Motion by Dahl, second by Jenson to again request bids with the changes in specifications. Motion carried.

Dahl recommended borrowing $2,000,000.00 for the dredging project to be repaid over a 15-year period at a rate of 5.00%. Motion by Kranig, second by Jenson to approve the aforementioned borrowing recommendation. Motion carried. See attached documents.

Lake Study—President Schuetz reported that the WDNR will conduct a study on Lake Altoona similar to the one conducted on Lake Winnebago.

Beaver Creek Reserve—Sarah Braun reported that she will draft an agreement, related to water quality monitoring for the dredging project, for approval at the next meeting.

LARPD Website Update—Nothing to report, no change.

West Central Lake Conference—Pres. Schuetz suggested checking the LARPD website for further information.

Spoil Site Security—Kranig reported that he will coordinate placement of the concrete barriers when the snow melts.

Ski Sprites—Jenson reported that the County Parks & Forest Committee will contract with the DNR for a five-year period and that the County will award a one-year contract for 2008 with the Ski Sprites. The county and the Ski Sprites will negotiate an agreement for payment to the Lake District for future years.

Drawdown Update—Nothing to report.

Detachment Requests—Atty Thiel reported that the Court ruled in the LARPD’s favor related to refunding taxes to those property owners who had contested payment after Court ruled in their favor allowing detachment. No tax payments will be refunded to those property owners.
John & Becky Ford, 281 Lake Drive, have filed the appropriate papers requesting detachment. Motion by Jenson, second by Dahl to approve detachment. Motion carried. Atty Thiel and Pres. Schuetz will review the detachment list for accuracy.

Motion to adjourn by Dahl, second by Jenson, at 6:28 p.m. Motion carried.
