MINUTES OF THE MARCH 28, 2007, LARPD MTG

Call to Order by Pres. Schuetz at 5:31 p.m. at the E.C. Ag Center in Altoona.

Lake District member Bill Eckland presented a power point presentation showing ice damage to property along the shoreline which is attributed to the lack of a draw down over last winter. Several district members comment on the amount of damage to their property as a result of the DNR change in lake level this past winter.  The comments were mostly negative toward the higher water level.  LaLiberty asked that property owners label a map he provided indicating the location of their property where there was ice damage.  He said the DNR would like to systematize and document the damage so that they can weight the negative economic damage verses the positive environmental advantages.  Property owners were asked to place an orange flag on their property where damage occurred and the DNR will use this info along with the photos to do their assessment and determination.  

Related to the dredging project, Lisa will contact Ayres to request a revised amendment to the contract in light of the additional $19,000.00 charge, and will inquire about a time line because of the delay due to the need for revamping the waste site.  Motion by Jensen, second by Dahl to approve the payment of the additional monies to Ayres.  Motion carried.

Pres. Schuetz reported on grant monies that may be available for the dredging project.

She will renew the 2005 grant and resubmit as the 2007 grant application for the grant through Eau Claire County.

Jensen reported on the progress of the website.  It is progressing well and he will have additional information at the next meeting.

Member Hanson continues to attempt to market the sand from the spoils site.  Motion by Schuetz, second by Dahl to allow Hanson to give a truck load sample to prospective buyers.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Kranig, second by Dahl to give Pres. Schuetz authority to act on issues related to the dredging project so as to expedite the process.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Dahl, second by Jensen to adjourn at 7:03 p.m.  Motion carried.
