Opening:

Secretary’s Report from March 28, 2007
Jenson moved to approve the minutes, Schuetz seconded; motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report
· Kranig moved to approve the treasurer’s report; Jenson seconded; motion carried.

· Dahl proposed moving LARPD money from Bank Mutual Money Market Account at 3.26% interest to the Local Government Investment Pool (LGIP) at 5.23%. Schuetz moved to approve, Kranig seconded; motion carried.
Guest: David Fairbairn

UWEC grad student David Fairbairn, an intern at BCR, will perform water sampling at the dredge site. This project is research for his internship paper, so to enhance the project he proposed sampling the well water of homeowners who live between the river and the dredge site (about 11 homes). He proposes to determine whether any changes in these wells occur that correspond to the dredge site samples. This work requires no funding from LARPD. Dahl moved to approve, Jenson seconded; motion carried.

Newsletter

Dahl took care of labeling and the newsletter went out April 14.

Ice Damage in 2006 and 2007

Grants: Paul LaLiberty notified the board that the DNR may have access to some grants for shoreline repair of ice damage, but not structure repair. The LARPD must apply for these grants; individuals cannot apply because the grants go only to governmental units, which qualifies LARPD. Schuetz will get more information about grants from Buzz Sorge at DNR.
Dredging Project

· Dredging on 5 Mile Creek: Schuetz received no further update from Bob Michaelson.

· Ayres update: DNR has still not sent the permit for dredging; the delay is unexplained. Schomish will attempt to expedite.

· Wastewater discharge: refer to David Fairbairn info above.
LARPD Website Update
· Jenson submitted a form on which Barcode Technologies (our Web site maintenance provider) can record Web site maintenance activities; instead, the board agreed to use Barcode Technologies’ original proposal of a yearly contract at 300.00 per year; the rate is subject to board review and increase. Jenson will meet with xxx to finalize a yearly contract.
· Cost for developing the site is 190.00; Jenson will pay with money already allocated by the board.

Kranig moved to pay Barcode Technologies annually on receipt of invoice, Dahl seconded; motion carried.
